Stroud District Council will also reject representations considered to be 'frivolous' (not serious or time-wasting) or vexatious for example relate to personal disputes between businesses.

Relevant representations will be considered in a public meeting by a Hearing panel. Copies of the representations will be circulated to the applicant/licence holder and panel members prior to the hearing.
